I attended HCS (when I attended, it was Faith 

Christian School) for 11 years ï from 1st to 12th grade, 

but I skipped 11th grade. I played volleyball and 

soccer and I also cheered for the basketball season. I 

graduated valedictorian of the class of 2004.  

 

How did your ti me at HCS help you to 

prepare for college?  

As I grew through my years at Hendersonville  

Christian  School, I gained more than I could ever 

express in words. My time there helped prepare me 

for college academically, spiritually, and mentally. 

HCS gave me very knowledgeable teachers, both 

academically and spirituality. Lastly, I feel this 

school helped to prepare me mentally for college by 

instilling in me the passion for learning balanced 

with fine arts and sports.  

 

Any thoughts on the benefits of Christian 

education?

My 

personal choice to attend a public university initially 

rested on the fact that I wanted to get out of my 

ñshelteredò upbringing.  When I entered North 

Carolina State University, however, I realized that I 

had not been sheltered, but only guided and 

prepared for such a place. I was ready to face the real 

world with sound principles, an understanding of 

Godôs word, and a willingness to share these gifts 

with others .
